Other

major directors are also discussed at length. David Gillespie places primary focus on the text, with

analysis concentrating on the artistic qualities, rather than the political implications, of each film. The

result is not only a discussion of each director's contribution to the "golden age" and to world cinema

but also an exploration of their own distinctive poetics.
