What makes purchasing a
book worthwhile is that the author guides you to unique insights in the work, or reveals aspects of
the information you didn’t previously understand. The content in this is thin, to the point that certain
Wikipedia entries for these civilizations are both longer in length and contain more information.
There is literally nothing in this book you couldn’t get for free on the Internet.2) No references. All
right, maybe some unique insight into the civilizations, or even some idea of how they’ve influenced
the modern world, was too much to ask for (although the blurb seems to indicate that this is the
whole point of examining these civilizations, no matter how briefly).

There’s no thematic,
historical or geographic link between the different civilizations, no rationale given for why they’'ve
been grouped together, and no common thread tying all these historical vignettes together.In
summary: see what civilizations are discussed in this book, go read the Wikipedia entries for each

one, spend the cost of this book on anything else.
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
